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HELP

“Due to the help provided by the center, | have been able to provide for my kids and acknowledge that being a
single parent is okay. | have learned that my happiness counts.”
In 2011, 1,199 individuals received services such as counseling, food, clothing, shelter, transportation, financial
assistance, employment training, and immigration consultation to assist them in ending the abuse in their lives.
= Approximately 50% of those served are children who have either witnessed family violence or have been the victims of
sexual assault.
= 706 hotline calls were answered.

“l am most thankful for the safe environment and a roof over my children’s heads that the shelter provided.”
= 1-2 families are sheltered each month
= Some families are sheltered 60 days while they seek housing.

HOPE

“l want to get help so my son won’t be afraid anymore. | want to stop hurting the people I love.”
= 37 family violence offenders were served via Battering Intervention & Prevention Program (BIPP).

HEALING

“The Crisis Center has helped me feel so much better and has helped me heal both emotionally and physically. Thank
you very much from the bottom of my heart.”
= 456 victims of domestic violence and sexual assault were provided face-to-face counseling
and advocacy services
= 180-200 clients are served monthly (face-to-face) with counseling and supportive services.
